Saints of the week 
Monday 25th    - St. Finbarr, patron of Cork city and Diocese. He founded monasteries at 
Gougane Barra and at the mouth of the Lee. 
Tuesday 26th    – Saints Cosmas and Damian, Martyrs, Patrons  of physicians. 
Wednesday 27th    - St. Vincent de Paul, Priest.  Vincent was born into a poor family in South West 
France around 1580.  From his earliest years he resolved to help the poor in his neighbourhood.  In 1600 
he was ordained a priest.  He visited prisoners and organized help for the needy.  Through the 
Confraternities of Charity which he founded much relief was provided for those who were hungry and 
without a home.  The Congregation of the Missions (Vincentians) was founded by him to preach parish 
missions and to train members of the clergy.  Later he founded the Daughters of Charity, a congregation 
of religious women whose work was to be primarily with the sick poor.  The sufferings caused by war 
inspired Vincent to ever greater efforts.  He was uncompromising in his opposition to Jansenism.  He 
died in 1660. 
Thursday 28th  - St. Wenceslaus, 905-205, martyr.  Also St. Lawrence Ruiz and Companions, 
Japanese martyrs.  
Friday 29th  - Saints Michael, Gabriel and Raphael, Archangels.  Gabriel brought the message 
to Mary at the Annunciation.  Raphael was guide to Tobias.  Michael has been venerated through the 
centuries as protector;  he is patron of our Church in Carlingford.  
Saturday 30th  - St. Jerome, Priest and Doctor of the Church.  He translated the Bible into Latin 
(the Vulgate) and wrote commentaries on Sacred Scripture.  He is patron saint of Scripture scholars and 
of librarians.
